The Canadian Government has two main types of immigration documents: permits and visas. A study permit is required for anyone who wants to study in Canada for 6 months or more.  A temporary resident (entry) visa is required by citizens of some countries to enter Canada.  Permanent residency is the official term for what many people understand as immigrating.

Enrolment in the University Health Insurance Plan (UHIP) is compulsory for all international students registered at Queen’s University.

Payment of the UHIP premium in full is required to register.

Fee for 2010-11 (one term):  $240

UHIP coverage cannot begin before the 10th of the month preceding your course of study; if you plan to arrive in Canada before that date, please ensure that you have adequate emergency medical coverage.

Law exchange students also have the option of purchasing the Society of Graduate and Professional Students (SGPS) student government’s supplementary health and dental plans, if they wish to have additional coverage on items not covered under UHIP. Off-Campus Housing:
